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THE Czech Defence Ministry has cancelled a

public tender for the purchase of military

uniforms for CZK90m (US$5.1m) since it consid-

ered it non-transparent, according to ministry

spokesman Jan Pejsek.Only one bidder was left in the tender at the

end. It was the same company that figured in the

dubious tender for military socks that the Anti-

Trust Office (UOHS) cancelled in July, reports

the Czech News Agency (CTK).
The Defence Ministry decided to repeat the

tender for uniforms with several bidders to

secure maximum transparency of the purchase,

according to Defence Minister Alexandr Vondra,

who used a clause embedded in the law on pub-

lic orders.
The order for the purchase of tens of thou-

sands of military uniform pieces was launched in

May. The outfits were to be supplied in 2011-13.

“Five companies bid for it. However, four of

them did not fulfil the initial conditions and

were excluded from the contest,” Pejsek explain -

ed.

The last bidderoffered a consider-ably higher pricethan the purchas-ing price of uni-forms in the past,he added.
Now the De -fence Ministry’smilitary materialsection is to put upa new public orderby the end of the

year, Pejsek said.A Czech website reported
that the remaining company in
the tender was Xena Praha as it
was the only one able to make
the required uniform model
under the Czech military stan-
dards.

The three other bidders,

Blazek Praha, Koutny Prostejov and STV Group,

did not meet the conditions, the website added.

Xena Praha was also the only company in the

tender for army socks before it was cancelled as

the UOHS found several mistakes in it.
